Fostering Community Connections

Libraries build strong communities by connecting people with information, individuals outside their social
network, and new ideas. The Northport-East Northport Public Library is an extraordinary resource for the community
with far-reaching benefits. It is a place where individuals gather to explore, interact, and imagine.

The link between community health, social well-being, and resilient communities has been recognized inter-
nationally. In 2023, the World Health Organization (WHO) announced a new Commission on Social Connection to
address loneliness as a pressing health threat, and to promote social connection as a priority. “People without
enough strong social connections are at higher risk of stroke, anxiety, dementia, depression, suicide and more,”
said WHO Director-General Dr. Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus.

Participation in the public library programs and services contributes to quality of life and feelings of community
cohesion. Attending library programs also increases opportunities to interact with others and to understand multiple
viewpoints. The library provides the tools to help make informed decisions, maintain lifelong learning, and build critical
thinking skills at the people’s university —the Public Library. As Andrew Carnegie once said, “A library outranks any
other one thing a community can do to benefit its people.”
